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To all Clubs

I am very pleased to report that we have had an excellent response to our appeal for umpires to attend the ECBACO Level 1 courses starting in January. So much so, that all the Herts Society courses will be full this year and an extra course is being arranged. To date, over 70 applicants have expressed their interest and will be attending the courses, so thanks very much to all those who have put forward volunteers.

However, it’s not the same story for scorers, as the response has been very disappointing, so I need your help to generate more candidates for the role. I am therefore attaching further details of the scorers Introductory and Level 1 courses and would ask that you once again speak to your own club and prospective club scorers to conjure up their interest. As you  know, the League has already expressed its wish that all scorers, and certainly those in divisions 1 to 6, should be properly trained, and it is essential that events on the field are properly recorded whatever the level of cricket. As with umpiring, there are now clear pathways for advancement to the upper echelons of the game and it is interesting to note that the ECB is intending to introduce regulations which will require Premier League scorers to be qualified to Level 2.

The Introductory and Level 1 courses both start in the New Year, so please do your best to persuade colleagues to put themselves forward for this very important aspect of the game which is all too often taken for granted.
