· All Players must conform to UK Border Agency (UKBA) requirements as per UK Border Agency website 
· Clubs should be aware that UK Government has introduced a new “Managed Migration” System

· Players with a UKBA – Sponsors Licence
Tier 1 - General Visitors (up to six months)) are not eligible to play in SHCL. (those who wish to play cricket should apply for a Sports Visitors Visa)

Tier1 – Other General visitors including Special visitors and those with work permits should check their Sporting status with UKBA

Tiers 2 & 5 – Players with Cricket Sponsors Certificate are not eligible to play in SHCL and SHCL Readers County Cup or Plate

Cat 1 - EU Qualifiers 




- Players with EU Passport or Identity card qualify as category 1

Cat 1 - Permanent Residency qualifiers 


- Players with Four years UK permanent residency qualify as cat1 Cat 1 - Ancestral or Commonwealth or Colonial Rights    - Players with Right of Abode with UK passport qualify as cat1

Cat 3 - Sports Visitors Visa (SVV) or Youth Mobility scheme qualify as category 3

Cat 3E - Non-UK Players other than above with between 2 & 4 years UK Permanent Residency - qualify as Category 3E
· Clubs should be aware that: 

a) It’s the responsibility of Clubs to verify all information

b) Clubs must be able to confirm players status upon request from SHCL Committee

c) Therefore, Clubs must keep copies of all relevant UK Border Paperwork:- 

Including Passport or Identity Card, Sponsors certificate, Visa, Overseas Police check or any other relevant documentation..

d) It’s a criminal act not to conform to UK Border Agency rules and its Clubs and Officers who will be held responsible.

e) SHCL impose severe penalty points deduction for incorrectly registering and playing Non-UK players who are not qualified to play in the SHCL

f) Players working in the community, who are not permanently resident in UK require a new Overseas Police Clearance Certificate every year
